Another summer on our lake has come to a close. I hope you can take a few minutes 
off from raking, pulling in docks, and winterizing your lake homes to read this informa-
tive issue of the CLCC Newsletter. 

2011 was a big year for CLCC. A summary of accomplishments on the next page is 
robust and I would like to highlight a few. The year started off with the big news that 
Cedar had been award the Star Lake Award . The year continued full steam ahead 
with aquatic invasive species control projects. Two new events this yearðEarth, 
Wings, and Water Day and Summer Picnic ðwere smashing hits which the Board 
has decided to repeat in 2012. In September, after almost a year of planning and 
preparation, the Clearwater River Watershed District approved an Aquatic Invasive 

Species Control Project for our lake.  

At our Annual Member meeting on September 24, 2011, our membership said good-
bye and thank-you to two outgoing board membersðDoris Schaffer and Sue Nash . 
Doris led numerous Social Committee events and Sue served one year as Secretary. 
They both served on the Cedar Lake Merchandise and Gear Committee and took our 
choices of nifty Cedar Lake items to a new level. Their contributions were many and 
we will miss their lake-girl can do attitude. The membership elected and welcomed 
two new Board membersðCathy Campbell and Arlan Daniel.  Our guest speakers 
were Sheriff Joe Hagerty and members of his team. Sheriff Hagerty provided an 
overview of their mission of safety and education. There were great questions and 
conversation from those in attendance. 

The Board of Directors met immediately after the meeting and elected officers for the 
coming year:  President: Kathy Jonsrud, Vice President: Mike Hankee, and 
Treasurer: Bill Arendt. We are still in search of a Secretary. If you are interested 
or would like more information about the position, please let me know. 

The weather in 2011 was off the chartsðin amount of moisture and in early summer 
heat. Some residents on the lake have expressed concerns about the large amount of 
lake vegetation this year. The treatments for the invasive speciesðcurly leaf pond-
weed and eurasian water milfoilðwere very successful. However, there was a very 
good crop of native vegetation (northern milfoil and coontail) this year. The fish and 
wildlife love the native vegetation; jet skis and other water sportsðnot so much.  I 
hope you will take a minute to carefully review the Water Quality Committee article on 
pages 6 & 7 and review the water quality monitoring data. Please note that even with 
the record moisture and heat, the lake held its own and it does appear the efforts to 
control phosphorus loading are successful. 

In closing, I have come to deeply appreciate the important work that our lake associa-
tion does. Its work is critical to the preservation of the quality of the lake and every-
oneôs property values. Though technically Cedar Lake is owned by the State of Min-
nesota, the CLCC is the trustee. We must fight invasive species and preserve and 
improve lake life quality. Every one of the CLCC committees (see the list on page 3) 
could use more help. There certainly must be some area of lake activities that inter-

ests you. Please pick one that grabs you and contact the chair.  

We say goodbye to an amazing 2011. Please plan to say hello to 2012 with getting 
more deeply involved with CLCC.

Fish and Wildlife Conservation

DNR Stocks Walleye Fingerlings  

In early October the DNR Fisheries stocked 11,210 walleye finger-
lings weighing 315 lbs into Cedar Lake. Fingerlings are stocked be-
cause the DNR has found that they have a better survival rate than 
fry in Cedar Lake. Future plans are to continue to stock in the off year 
of the DNR from the monies in the CLCC walleye stocking fund. 
Fundraising is done throughout the year through special raffles and 
donations. 

With a healthy fund of $2,065 in 2010, the Conservation Club stocked 
over 1900 walleye fingerlings last October. Currently the Walleye 
Fund is at $1,021.19, with plans to grow so the next stocking in the 
fall of 2012 can be another big one. 

Purple Martin House Installed at Schroeder Park 
As you go by Schroeder Park you will notice a T-14 Purple Martin 
House near their boat landing. This project was made possible 
through pie auctions at CLCC events, the Star Lake Award, and gen-
erous private donations. Many lakeshore owners on Cedar Lake have 
made a commitment to help bring a declining species, the Purple 
Martin, back for everyone to enjoy. We would like to give a special 
thank you to Marc Mattice, Wright County Parks Administrator, to help 
make this all happen. The project was completed on October 29th.  
This T-14, along with the one at Camp Courage, is monitored by the 
Fish and Wildlife Committee during the nesting season.  Everyone is 
ready for the Purple Martins when they start returning in April!
